Financial/Treasurer’s Report:
· Orville went through the current statement 
· As outlined and agreed by the Committee at the start of the year, Popcorn Sales are the only revenue going to the Administration General Account.  All other revenue is going into the Playground Initiative. Included in these meeting minutes is a current summary shared between the HSA and Jennifer Ashton
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Playground Committee & Progress – delivered by Colleen Diggins
· Colleen discussed recent updates with design, build and costs
· Phase 1 build delayed somewhat due to weather and equipment to arrive

· Approx. $45K needed for Phase 2 (Obstacle Course) build to commence

· Current goal is to raise funds to get to Phase 2 build – focus on fundraising 
· Colleen inquired on the $1000 donation from SAC to the HSA Playground Fund (Jennifer Ashton would be handling this cheque)

· Inquired on possible bank contacts (We don’t seem to have a current contact at RBC, Scotiabank declined)

· Playground Newsletter to be sent out to the Bedford South School community very soon, it will include highlights of the progress, design and build phases to come
· Issues with the ground and soggy field; the construction fence is sinking in. Pictures and information to be sent to Scotia Learning 
· There was a brief discussion of the Playground Committee joining back into the larger HSA fold, for meetings and fundraising efforts during the 2019/2020 school year
